Dear Parents,

The following is an explanation of my grading system for science.  The system is made up of the following categories. Each category is worth 25 percent of the total grade:

Homework/Class-work:  This category is based on attempted work completion.  When collected, the grade is based on number of questions completed divided by the total.   To get full credit, questions must be answered in complete sentences.  Questions do not need to be correct for credit, however, students should make all attempts to find the correct answers. This is reviewed in class and students should correct any errors.  I do not accept late work in this category.  

Notebook Tests:  This is how I check that students are organizing their notebook and correcting assignments.  They may use their notebook while taking this test.  Students use their management chart to record assignments and as a table of contents for their notebook.  All assignments have a title an activity number or letter.  All students have to do is to copy the corrected answers out of the notebook and put them on the notebook test answer sheet. 
Lab reports:  After completing some lab activities, students will write up a lab report.  A lab report rubric is used to guide students through this process. Lab reports are accepted late for reduced credit.
Test / Quiz:  Students should review the daily material each evening.  Study guides are part of the class-work assignments and should be used for test preparation.
