Dear Parents:


Summer is just around the corner and it is a time to relax and have fun. However it is important that your child review and practice some of the skills learned this year so that he/she will be prepared for first grade.

     
Below is a list of topics for review. Plan on at least sixty minutes of practice a week.
· Count and compare numbers 0-20

· Compose and decompose numbers 11-19

· Recognize, count and write numbers to 100
· Count by 2’s, 5’s, and 10’s to 100
· Classify and count data
· Addition – count on to add, use objects to add, use the plus and equal sign, solve word problems, and explain addition with written equations
· Subtraction – count back to subtract, represent and explain with equations, use the minus and equal sign, explain it with equations, solve word problems 
· Identify and describe solid and plane shapes
· Describe and compare measureable attributes 
· Fill in missing numbers on a number line

· Read tally marks and make a tally table
· Vocabulary: add, plus, sum, total, more than, subtract, minus, take away, less than

· Encourage your child to continue developing number sense. This includes talking about numbers in relation to one another, knowing that numbers can be represented in different ways (six is three plus three or three twos or six ones.), and seeing numbers used in the real world. It is fun to think of a number and let your child guess it by asking questions. For example: “Is it more than 5? Is it less than 8?”  By asking questions children have the opportunity to make comparisons, thereby increasing their number sense.
