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EDU 2.0
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EDU 2.O is an online resource that allows teachers to create lessons with resources such as pictures, video and audio.  Teachers also set, track and grade assignments online. The system includes the latest collaborative tools such as blogs, wikis, forums, chat rooms, RSS feeds and debates. Teachers can make transcripts of the student's work available to parents so they can see how their child is doing.  

Creating Classes:

1. Login to EDU 2.0        erh.edu20.org
2. Click on the classes tab located at the top of the screen

3. Click on the add button

4. Click on the New (add a new class) button

Now, fill in the blanks on the Add a new class screen.  If you password protect the class, your students will need to enter this password later when enrolling in the class. 

5. Save your class

After your class has been saved you now can configure you class settings, add a syllabus, set the class schedule, add resources, add lessons, create assignments and enroll students.

Enrolling Students:

You can either choose to enroll your students yourself or each student can enroll himself or herself. To enroll your students you (1) first need to click on the class in which you wish to enroll students on the left side of the screen.  

   2. Click on the students tab. 

   3. Enter a max number of students in the respective spot

   4. Click on the Enroll students button.

   5. Click on the Add from school roster

   6. Find you student(s) and click on the box next to the students

After you have selected you students click on the Enroll button.  Repeat this process until all of your students are added to a class.

If you want to have your students enroll themselves click on the chosen course on the left side of the screen.  Locate the Class ID # on the right side of the screen. Write this number down, students will need to enter this number under their login.  When the students login they will click on the Classes tab and then on the Enroll button.  They will then proceed to enter the Class ID # and a password if the teacher chose to password protect their class.  


Class Forum:

You can create multiple forms for each class that you have set up.  To set up a forum you first need to click on the chosen class on the left side of your home screen. Next click on the collaboration tab and choose forums.

From this menu you can add a new forum by clicking on the add button.  Give your forum a name and description and then click on the save button.  

On the next screen you can now choose to enable voting and allow replies.  To add new posts simply click on the add post button.  

Students will access the forum the same way.  They will click on the chosen class then collaboration and forums.  Students will be able to see all available forums and add comments on a particular forum, depending on the preferences chosen by the teacher.  

Assessments:

EDU 2.0 allows the teacher to administer several different types of assessments. As a teacher you can assign multiple types of online quizzes, freeform assignments, surveys, discussions/debates and team assignments.  You can offer true/false, multiple choice (1 ans or multiple ans), fill in the blank, free form, matching and arithmetic style questions for quizzes and other assessments.  To add assessment make sure to first click on the class on the left side of the screen in which you want to give the quiz.  

1. Click on the assessment tab and choose assignments

2. Click on the add button

You will now be prompted to choose a type of assessment

3. Click on the quiz icon

4. Give you assessment a title, start/end date, a category and instructions.  When complete click on the save button at the bottom.

Notice on the next screen you may still edit the description and instructions.  If you scroll down further you will notice that you can change the amount of allowable submissions and even allow for late submissions.  There are even more options under the configure menu.  Once you have you setting like you want then:

5. Click on the add questions button

6. Choose the type of question you want to submit (you will be able to add different types later).  Fill out the needed information and then click on the save and return to assignment button. Add as many questions as you need by clicking on the add questions button and choosing the appropriate type of question.  Once you have added all of your questions click on the Give Assignment button.   This will allow your students to have access to the questions.  

Grading:
To check the grades you first need to click on the class on the left side of the screen.  Click on the assessment tab and then gradebook. From here you can view you students grades and export the grades by clicking on the export button. Note: When you export the grades they will be sent as a .csv file and must be opened with MS Excel or Keynote.  
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
