In an effort to become more aware of the world around us, we will periodically do Current Events that relates to geographically relevant or world news events.  The current event is part of the homework grade.  The following are guidelines for current event presentations:

1. It should be concerned with world news. Do not do current events on sports, local news (unless it is of great importance), entertainment news or popular culture. Try your best to incorporate the region of the world which we are studying.

2. You must print out the article if it is from the internet or cut it out of the newspaper and turn it in with your summary and analysis. You may hand write or type.  You may also e-mail me your article and summary if necessary.
3. Your current event should be at least two paragraphs. The first should be a summary of the event. The second paragraph should be an analysis/ reaction of the current event. Why did you choose this? What repercussions might this event have? What do you think about it?

4. On some days, time permitting, students will be asked to present to the class. After your presentation, you will field questions from the class. The class is responsible for asking relevant questions and spurring a discussion that might help us to further analyze the event.
