ELA/Social Studies Lesson Plans
Elements of Poetry, Revising/Editing and Memoir, and Roaring 20s/Great Depression
January 18 - 22

Standards and Focus Questions:
Reading: 5-1.11, 5-1.3, 5-1.9 – How can I analyze the elements of poetry and figurative language?
Writing: 5-4.4, 5-4.5, 5-4.6, 5-5.2 – Can you edit and revise to improve your writing?  Can you create a narrative with a fully developed plot and a consistent point of view?
Social Studies 5-4.1, 5-4.2 – How did the economic boom of the 1920’s significantly affect the daily life of Americans?  Can you summarize the stock market crash of 1929 and the Great Depression?
Procedures:

1. Writing/Language: Show students a list of memoir ideas and have them brainstorm using a circle map.  
2. Reading:  Mrs. Brose’s class will read “The Reptile Petting Zoo” to review author’s bias.  Brose and Schubeck will review the elements of poetry that we studied earlier in the year.  Schubeck will begin reading Out of the Dust and discuss the elements of poetry used in the novel.
3. Social Studies: Continue discussing the Roaring 20s and Great Depression using the study guide and power point.  
4. 100 BC:  Poetic devices and figurative language
Assessment: Circle map, Reptile Petting Zoo, study guide
Homework:  Read 2 lines, Study Boom and Bust study guide, study Author’s Bias papers

Standards and Focus Questions:
Reading: 5-1.11, 5-1.3, 5-1.9 – How can I analyze the elements of poetry and figurative language?

Writing: 5-4.4, 5-4.5, 5-4.6, 5-5.2 – Can you edit and revise to improve your writing?  Can you create a narrative with a fully developed plot and a consistent point of view?

Social Studies 5-4.1, 5-4.2 – How did the economic boom of the 1920’s significantly affect the daily life of Americans?  Can you summarize the stock market crash of 1929 and the Great Depression?

Procedures:

1. Writing/Language: Have students complete their flow maps.  
2. Reading:  Brose’s class will take the Author’s Bias Test.  Brose will begin and Schubeck will continue reading Out of the Dust to review poetry elements.
3. Social Studies: Students will role play a stock market scenario where they will buy and sell stocks with play money and share certificates. 
4. 100 BC:  Poetic devices and figurative language
Assessment: Flow map, Author’s Bias Test, Stock Market scenario
Homework:  Read 2 lines, Study Boom and Bust study guide

Standards and Focus Questions:
Reading: 5-1.11, 5-1.3, 5-1.9 – How can I analyze the elements of poetry and figurative language?

Procedures:

1. Writing/Language: Discuss voice and have students add it to the glossary in their writer’s notebooks.  Complete the voice poster activity.  Discuss how important it is to use voice in writing.  Mention that figurative language is an easy way to add voice to a story.

2. Reading:  Students will continue to analyze the elements of poetry by reading Out of the Dust.
3. Social Studies: We will play a review game for the test tomorrow.
4. 100 BC:  Poetic devices and figurative language
Assessment: Voice activity, review game
Homework:  Read 2 lines, Study Boom and Bust study guide
