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Final Project Due Date: Friday 2 March 2012
In this research assignment, you will be challenged to locate the primary and secondary source documents that answer a question.  However, you will also create your own research question.  Your theme for the question and research is Revolution, Reaction, Reform in History.  Your topic will be on an aspect of Greek or Roman history.  Your questions, documents, and research must connect to this theme.  
How do I do this!?!?!?
1. You will begin by choosing a significant example of a revolution, reaction, or reform from Greek or Roman history that you feel best exemplifies this year’s National History Day theme, Revolution, Reaction, Reform in History.  You may work alone or with a partner on this research project.  
· Step 1 – Select your topic and decide if you will work with a partner or not by the beginning of class on Thursday 1 December 2011.  
2. Next, you will research background information on your topic.  Class will meet in the Media Center for one day to allow students to begin research using biographies, non-fiction, and encyclopedias.  
· Status Check #1 is due at the end of this class period on December 2, 2011 
3. Then you need to narrow your topic down into a specific question and continue research using primary and secondary sources of information to find more about the impact of your chosen event on history.  Use the research organizer that your teacher provides.  In late December, class will be in the computer lab for two days & we will have laptops & books from the Media Center for a day.  
· Status Check #2 is due by the end of class on December 22, 2011.
4. While you conduct your research, be sure to keep track of the sources of information that you use.  You must use at least 4 sources for an individual project and 6 for a group project.  Half of the sources should be primary sources (2 of 4 for an individual project; 3 of 6 for a group project).  Keep track of your sources in MLA format for your bibliography (we’ll work on formatting in class).  

You may continue research at home, at the public library, or after school in our Media Center (or check with your teacher to see when you could stay after school for extra help). 

· Status Check #3 – Turn in your bibliography with at least three sources in MLA format on January 19, 2012.
5. Use your research information to write a thesis statement to answer the question you created about your chosen topic’s impact on history.  Analyze your research to understand the impact of your chosen revolution, reaction, or reform in history.  Write your summary in paragraph form.  
· Status Check #4 – Turn in your thesis statement AND research summary Friday January 27, 2012, so that your teacher can provide feedback.
6. Your research will become your support.  So, your last step is to create your project!  
· NOTE:  This is different from a report!  You need to carefully consider the information you researched.  Also, you need to connect the topic that you chose to the theme “revolution, reaction, reform” by discussing how it had an impact on history.  
· Choose your project format by the beginning of February.  We will have at least three more days on computers in school; you may need to work on this at home as well for best results!
· ALL PROJECTS DUE IN CLASS! – Friday March 2, 2012.
· Class History Day Presentations— Week of March 5th-March 9th.
Project Format Options:  Choose to create one of the following projects for your research:

· 3-5 page paper – with parenthetical citations

· Exhibit Tri-Fold Board – 500 word limit


· Website – limit of 1200 student written words; must be interactive (on: nhd.weebly.com)
· Documentary –  7-10 minutes in length (You can use the PhotoStory program at school)
· (Comic book – but remember that you cannot enter this in the county competition)
