You are required to complete a project in service either to your environment, your school, your neighborhood, your religious organization, your city, or your state during this school year.  You, in consultation with your parents, will decide on what you wish to do.  There are basic requirements that must be met for your project.

Requirements:

1) You must work a minimum of 4 documented (recorded and an adult signs that you have completed) hours of service for this project. You may include any service hours from August 15, 2011 through March 15, 2012.
2) Both the teacher and your parents must approve the project in advance.  

3) The project must be of benefit to your environment, school, neighborhood, religious organization, city, or state.

4) All permissions from other people necessary for this project must be obtained and documented before submitting it to your teacher.

5) The due date for final submission of your project is March 16.  

6) What you choose to do is up to you.   You may not perform service for an immediate family member (you are expected to help your family).  You may choose to complete service hours for one organization or in one specific activity OR you may put together several different service activities.  If you have questions you should speak with Mrs. Toney individually.

7) All project presentations (posters or scrapbook) must include pictures that are relevant to the service project (photographs, magazine pictures, hand drawn pictures)
