Online Textbook (Realidades 1,2,3)
The entire textbook is found online.  For each chapter, there are sections in which you can listen to the vocabulary being pronounced.  Also, each chapter has online activities for vocabulary, grammar, and culture.  There is also a practice test for each chapter.  

1. Go to www.phschool.com  
2. On the right side of the screen, there is a box for course content.  You do not need to enter a code.  Press “click here.”

3. Click on World Languages (left side – upper corner)

4. Click on Textbook Companion Sites under Student Resources.

5. Click on Realidades 1, 2, or 3 depending on your textbook. 

6. Scroll down to find the appropriate chapter and activities.

7. You can hit the back key to go back to return to the index or click on the home page link for your textbook.

3. There will be a screen to press various options.   Make sure that the category is Spanish.  You will leave everything else blank except for the textbook line.  Scroll down to the Realidades section.  For Spanish 1, you will always use the third one in the series “Realidades 1.”  

4. Click on submit.

5. There are various activities for each chapter of the textbooks such as memory game, flashcards, puzzles, battleship, practice quizzes).  The chapters are not necessarily in order.  Any of these are good review.

6. You may also choose a topic instead of a textbook.  Some choices are subject pronouns and –ar verbs.
