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Course Objectives~

Spanish provides an introduction to the language and culture of the Spanish-speaking world.  The course will concentrate on the acquisition of basic vocabulary and skills that will enable the student to engage in simple conversation and communication.  The student will use basic vocabulary and grammatical skills.  Listening comprehension, communication, reading and speaking are emphasized.  The cultural differences of various Hispanic countries along with their linguistic differences are explored through a variety of media resources.

Course Materials~ Students will come to class prepared with: 
1. A 3-ring notebook binder with at least 3 dividers (grammar, vocab, classwork/HW)
2. Loose-leaf notebook paper

3. Pens with blue or black ink; and, a highlighter

4. A bilingual Spanish/English dictionary 
Attendance/preparation~
The school attendance and tardy policies as specified in the student agenda will be strictly enforced.  Students are expected to come to class prepared every day with text, notebook, writing tools and homework completed.  Responsibility and respectful behavior are the guiding principles of this class.  

Strategies~

Students will achieve the course objectives through: 
· Cooperative learning, class discussion and lectures.

· The use of a textbook, workbooks and handouts.

· The use of selected audiovisual aids, including authentic music.

· Oral presentations, skits and dialogues.

· Projects/Portfolio work
· Study skills review, note taking, summary writing, original compositions and essays.

· Using technology, students will practice describing orally, and writing, various pictures and scenarios.

· Successful completion of class work and homework.

Evaluation~
· Quizzes (frequent; announced or unannounced) count once

· Tests (usually twice a quarter) count twice

· Projects (quarterly) count as a test grade (oral/written/individual/group)

· Homework (daily) count as one quiz grade (sometimes collected)

· Participation (noted daily) count as one quiz grade at end of each quarter (attendance, contribution in class discussion, class preparedness, attentiveness and completion of in-class activities)
Rules and Expectations~

a. Follow the school’s rules and code of conduct as stated in the Student Planner.  
b. No Electronics Policy: The use of cell phones, iPods, or any other electronic devices is strictly prohibited.  Any devices being used in classroom will be taken away immediately and brought directly to the administration, where students will be able to retrieve them at end of school day and disciplined accordingly.

c. Be prepared to work, interact, and therefore learn.

d. Be punctual: Students will not be permitted to go to their lockers.  Have on your desk ONLY the materials needed to work in Spanish.  (If you do not come to class prepared with materials, you will receive a zero (0) for participation points that day.)  Have your homework on the desk ready to be checked and corrected right at the beginning.  Ask questions and be ready to speak Spanish.  Homework will not be accepted late and if a project/composition is handed in late, a letter grade will be deducted for each day it is handed in past the original due date.
e. Be respectful of yourself, your classmates and me.

f. Lavoratory policy: Use the lav BEFORE  or AFTER class.  The use of the lavoratory is a privilege, should any individual take advantage of it, his/her use of the lavoratory will be limited.  You must sign in/out when leaving/returning.
g. Visit schoolnotes.com website weekly to receive assignments or to contact me.
h. End of class:  Students remain in seats until the Mrs. King dismisses the class.  

i. Make up work:  It is your responsibility to find out what you have missed.  It is also your responsibility to make arrangements to make up quizzes or tests when your absence or tardy is excused.  2 days/absence = make up work.   No credit is given for cutting class.  
j. Detention:  Students who do not obey the classroom rules will be asked to stay for teacher detention after school in room C2-5.  (20 min.)  Failure to report automatically becomes an hour office detention.
k. Extra Credit:  During the course of the quarter, there will be many extra credit opportunities, such as homework passes, extra points on quizzes, and making flashcards.  I highly encourage you to take advantage of these opportunities to boost your grades as they will not be given at the end of each quarter when grades are about to close.
