Spanish II Final Exam Project: Picture dictionary
Due Date: Seniors – May 24th (A-Day) May 25th(B-Day) may be early, not late.
   The final exam for Spanish II will be to create a picture dictionary for a specialized set of vocabulary not yet covered in class. A full-sized poster board will be a scene depicting the theme with no fewer than 20 vocabulary words properly labeled. It is preferred that you draw it, but pictures from magazines may be used to illustrate it as part of a scene, not a collage. On the back, you must have a list defining your words (2 columns, English & Spanish). See Mr. McCoy for preprinted sheets like this. Also, sentences must be written with the vocabulary on the theme. You should have at least two in the present tense, two in the preterit, two in the imperfect, one in the progressive (-ing form), one using ser, one using a reflexive verb, two using object pronouns.
Topics may include the following: la cocina (p. 348), el aire libre (p. 374), las vacaciones (p. 398), el aeropuerto (p. 402), la naturaleza o los animales (p. 448), el empleo (p. 452), la tierra (p. 476), la religión, la moda, or la música. any other theme requires prior approval.
