Each additional tardy exceeding 7 will result in one day of OSS.

· Respect each other and your teacher

· Come prepared each and every day!

· All hats (of any kind) are to be removed when entering the building.

· All cell phones are to be turned off between 7:30 – 2:26. Any phone that rings during class is subject to being taken by teacher until the end of class, for the first offense. Second offense will result in parent/guardian coming to pick up the phone. 

· All electronic devices must be turned off and put in book bags from 7:30 – 2:26. If one is seen out, whether on or not, it is subject to being taken by teacher. 

· No food or soft drinks are allowed in the room unless the teacher grants an exception to the entire class for a special occasion. Students may have bottled water as long as it does not become a distraction.


We will also follow all school rules as listed in the code of conduct!

Rewards

· Students will be rewarded for good behavior with a combination of praise, positive comments, and other privileges.

What if I am absent?

· If you are present the day an assignment is given, but absent the day it is due, you are to turn in the assignment the day you return.

· If you are at school the day an assignment is due, but not in class that day, you are to make sure the assignment is turned in on the due date

· Make-up work from days missed is YOUR responsibility. Please check with Mr. Stevenson for any assignments missed. All students have the number of days missed plus one to make up any missed work.

· For any major tests missed, students must schedule make-up test with Mr. Stevenson. The make-up test will usually not be given during class time.

· Please remember that after 7 absences, students may not receive credit due to excessive absences. Eight or more absences will require the completion of a make-up contract, before credit can be awarded. It will be the student’s responsibility to obtain a contract and make arrangements with teacher to complete make-up time. If a student is absent from class for 45 minutes they will be marked absent for that day’s class.

Classroom Procedures

· Homework is due when asked for by the teacher. Students should always arrive at class prepared to turn in their homework.

· NO assignments will be accepted late. At that point, failure to turn in an assignment when due results in a zero for that assignment.

· Students will be given five bathroom passes. They are responsible for keeping up with their passes. These may only be used at the teacher’s discretion.  DO NOT interrupt instructional time to ask. If you run out of passes, you will no longer be allowed to go to the bathroom. At the end of the semester, any unused passes may be returned to Mr. Stevenson for extra credit towards the student’s final exam grade.

· If you need to get up during instructional time, please raise your hand to ask permission of Mr. Stevenson. (This includes sharpening pencils, getting a tissue, etc.)

· During group/individual work times, students may get up and move around as needed to complete the work assigned.

· Get your sleep at home, not in my classroom !!!!! (This is a part of the respect rule.)

· All work must be done in either blue or black ink, or in pencil. No gel pens and no red, pink, purple, etc.! 

· CHEATING WILL NOT BE TOLERATED! If you are caught cheating in any way, you will receive a zero for that assignment and your parents will be notified. Remember: cooperative learning and copying another’s work is NOT the same!

· The bell does not dismiss this class … the teacher does!
