UNIT II DIALOGUE FOLDERS
A dialogue folder is based on an imaginary conversation between two very different people.  To make one, you need to understand what each of those people looked like, what they believed in, and especially - what was going on at the time.  For this project, you will work with a partner to:  
1 -  Draw and color in the two characters (people) you choose

2 -  Describe what the two characters were like

3- Write a realistic conversation (dialogue) of what the two characters might have said to                        each other when they met, and

4 -  Show your work and read your dialogue to the class.

Students will work both in class and outside of class on this project.  The timeline for this project will be something like this:

- Introduce project, choose partners, choose characters (30 minutes – all in class)
- Describe characters, brainstorm dialogue (45 minutes – half in class, half homework)
- Write dialogue, draw/color characters (90 minutes – half in class, half homework)
- Rewrite dialogue, finalize drawings and descriptions (60 minutes – half in class, half homework)
- Oral presentations in front of class; turn in all work (5 minutes each group)

Imagine these two people meeting and having a conversation with one another.  Describe the scenario under which they meet, and write a dialogue based on what happens.  Use your imagination to think of what they might say, but be sure their conversation is historically realistic based on what was going on at the time.  In other words, use what you have learned in this class, and include historical information in your dialogues.
