TEXTS:  Textbooks and related materials from your other courses.
COURSE DESCRIPTION: This is a course designed to allow students the opportunity to complete work for IB classes.  Students are expected to bring assignments, materials, books, and other necessary classroom supplies to complete these assignments.   Computers with printers are available for student use, and the instructor strives to have copies of all textbooks that students are using in their other classes. Students should stay focused on academics in the classroom; there is simply no reason not to get a good grade in this class.
STANDARDS & OBJECTIVES:  
This class supports the course standards for the various IB classes offered at the San Diego School of International Studies.  Students are expected to meet the standards of the classes in which they are enrolled.

GRADES: Grades will be based on the instructor’s observations of how each student spends his/her time in class.  It’s real simple.  Students are expected to be doing work from their other classes OR reading quietly at all times.  Students are therefore expected to bring work from other classes and/or a book to read every day.  Those students who do so and are on task the majority of the time will get a good grade.  Those students who don’t bring work and/or a book to read each day, or who are often talking, distracting others, or otherwise off-task will get a bad grade.  All students are encouraged to check with the instructor regularly about their grade in the class.  
ACADEMIC SUPPORT:

You should feel free to check on your grade at any time.  You can do so in person or via email (see office hours and email address at the top of the first page).    There are no “make up assignments” or “packets” of work for students who have been failing all along and wait until the last minute to do something about it.
CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS:

General: Students are expected to act in ways that promote learning in the classroom.  Students may not eat, drink, or chew gum in class for reasons that will gladly be explained.  As a matter of courtesy, students should remove any head coverings and sunglasses upon entering the classroom.   The school's dress code will be enforced, as will its policies on attendance, zero tolerance, and academic honesty.  Cell phones, iPods, and similar technology items are not allowed out in class.  If seen, they will be confiscated by the instructor and turned over to the school principal.    Profanity or other offensive language will not be tolerated.  Bathroom passes will not be allowed during the first 10 or last 10 minutes of the period.
