Dear Parent/Guardian,

Your child is in one of my classes, and I’d like to help him or her succeed by asking a few things of you.  Please review my course syllabus with your child; it discusses the following:

· Students must be in class when it starts.  If they arrive late, they will be marked tardy and their homework will be considered late.  This can be a problem because….

· Assignments are due before class starts, on the date they’re due.  Late homework is NOT accepted, except for excused absences.  In those cases, the student only has two days to turn homework in after returning from his/her absence, per our school’s policy.  It is the student’s responsibility to request any missing work.  

· Unit exams or similar big tests may be made up, but ONLY for students with excused absences and ONLY on the first day the student returns.  Smaller tests and quizzes CANNOT be made up, excused absence or not, but will not count against the student.  

· The instructor has a great dislike of student cheating and plagiarizing, and makes a special effort to detect and deal with students who do so.  Please review the accompanying Policies on Cheating with your child.

· Students MUST sign up to receive weekly lesson plan notifications on SchoolNotes.com 

(http://new.schoolnotes.com/xpages/view/46066)  That way, they will always know what is going on in class and what assignments are due, regardless of absences, etc.  Parents can also access this site to know what their child should be doing without having to contact the teacher.  Students have access to the Internet and printers at school in case they do not have them at home.  

· This is NOT one of those classes where students can miss class, not do assignments, and then “make up” everything in the last few weeks of a semester.  50% of the student’s grade comes from attendance/participation and assignments.  So if a student doesn’t regularly attend class, on time, and doesn’t regularly do assignments, that student will NOT be able to pass my class.  Such a student either needs to change his/her habits or else find another class that permits such behavior.
