Jane Eyre is a novel written by Charlotte Bronte during the British Victorian era.  Wide Sargasso Sea is a novel written by Jean Rhys in 1966.  It is intended to be a “prequel” to Jane Eyre because the protagonist, Antoinette, is the younger version of Bertha Mason that you encounter about halfway through Jane Eyre.  Your assignment is to read both of these novels, preferably Jane Eyre first, and write a 4-5 page essay in which you analyze the differences in style and idea in the novel.  Of course, the essay must be well developed and show your abilities as a close reader and a mature writer.
