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Dear Second Grade Parents,

The 2nd grade classes will be visiting the Log Cabin Village in Fort Worth on Tuesday, November 15.  We will be leaving the school at 8:15 am. Students and attending parents should be here no later than 8:00 am.  We will be traveling on a school bus.  The students will be experiencing a typical pioneer day and relive a fascinating slice of Texas history.  Our class will be “acting out” a school day as it might have been 100 years ago and “pretending” that they are pioneer children.  

We are making plans for our day at pioneer school and we need your assistance to make this experience as authentic as possible. Each child should bring a “pioneer lunch” in a lunch bucket.  They will also need to bring a tin cup or glass jar for water.  Also, the students love to dress as pioneer children.  Please keep costumes simple.  We have provided a list of ideas for pioneer costumes and lunch items on SchoolNotes.  Wearing a long flannel gown or costume from an area store could take less effort and still help the children experience a realistic day.  

After our morning “school lessons”, we will be eating our pioneer lunch at 12:00 and then staying for the afternoon to visit the cabins and meet the villagers.  We will be back in time for pickup at 3:25.  

Parents are encouraged to attend.  There is not a limit to how many parents can attend for this field trip.  However, each class needs 3 parents who want to serve as chaperones and can stay the duration of the trip, including riding the bus with us.  If you like to go, but cannot stay for the entire trip or wish to drive yourself, you can meet us there. Visit www.logcabinvillage.org for driving directions.  The cost for each student will be $18.  The cost for each parent-chaperone will be between $3-5.    These fees are due Friday, Nov. 11th.  Non-chaperone parents will pay upon entrance to Log Cabin Village.
