General Chemistry—Mrs. Black
Students who

1) at the end of 2nd semester have a grade that is 1% lower than the next letter grade (69%, 79%, 89%).  A 59% does NOT qualify.   

AND

2) have reached the corresponding performance level to the grade they want to be promoted to

can receive a 1% increase on their 2nd semester grade.

Clarifying note about corresponding CST levels and letter grades: To move from a D to a C, students must have reached Basic or above. To move from a C to a B, they must have reached Proficient or above. And to move from a B to an A, they must have reached Advanced. 

Also, grades will only be rounded to the nearest 10th of a percent. So 90.0 = A, and 89.9 = B.
CST scores are not released until summer time so grade changes will be made during the month of September.
It is the student’s responsibility to look up their CST scores and submit a grade change form with the administration by the appropriate deadline (TBA in September).  
STUDY for the CST & try your absolute BEST to score as high as you can… you never know which letter grade you will be fighting for at the end of the semester (
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
