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REWARDING POSITIVE BEHAVIOR

1. CAUGHT BEING GOOD:  When children are caught being good, they will be issued a “caught being good” ticket.  They will write their name on this ticket and place it in the “Chance Container”.  At the end of each week, names will be drawn and those students will receive a prize reward.
2. FILLING OUR BUCKET:  I read the class a story entitled “How Full is Your Bucket?”. The story conveyed the message that when we do good things we fill not only our own personal bucket but the bucket of others.  We will use this idea to work as a class on practicing good behavior, manners and kindness towards everyone we meet. As the students work well as a team on good school behavior, we will add water drop to our classroom bucket.  At the end of the Trimester, if the students meet the goal of filling the bucket, a class reward will be granted.
CLASSROOM PROCEDURES
· WEEKLY FOLDERS:  Each week the students will be bringing home their weekly envelope.  The weekly envelope will have all the graded papers from the previous week.  I will also include a weekly signature sheet that I would ask that you sign and return indicating that you have reviewed your child’s work.  All weekly envelopes should be returned to school the next morning.  If I should have any concerns about your child’s progress I will indicate it on the weekly sheet.  I would ask you to do the same.
· DAILY HOMEWORK:  Homework will be assigned each week, Monday through Thursday.  I do not assign any written homework on the weekends.  I have explained to the students, that the only assignments that they may have on the weekend is make-up work from absences or if they have anything to complete for a long-term assignment.  However, long term assignments will never have a due date of Monday.  I make every effort to avoid tests on Monday.  However, sometimes that may be possible if there is scheduling conflicts.
· MONTHLY BOOK REPORT:  My reading group will be assigned an interactive book report each month.  I will provide them with the type of book that they should read.  In addition, I will provide dates for book approval and the due date for the completed assignment.  Our first one will be assigned after the holiday weekend.
· HOMEWORK NOTICES:  In the event that your child receives a homework notice, please note, they are expected to complete the assignment and return it to school the next day.  This assignment should be handed in along with the signed homework notice.  Please review the parent handbook for the homework policy
