Cell Project

Objectives:

· Create a labeled drawing of a plant or animal cell.
· Discover the functional analogies for the following list of cell parts.
· Nucleus
· Golgi Apparatus
· Mitochondria
· Endoplasmic Reticulum
· Lysosome
· Vacuole
· Plasma Membrane
· Cytoplasm
· Chloroplast (if a plant cell)
· Chromatin
· Cell Wall (if a plant cell)
· Centriole (if an animal cell)

· Cytoskeleton

· Ribosome

· Cilia or Flagella (if an animal cell)

Instructions:
1. Draw a plant or animal cell on a piece of 8 ½ X 11 unlined paper.  (Be sure you include all of the above cell parts and label the cell as plant or animal)

2. Find out the function of the cell parts.

3. Find a magazine or newspaper picture of an everyday object, which has a similar function (or use) as each cell part.  Write an analogy to show the similarity between the cell part and the everyday object.  Be sure to explain reasoning behind your analogies.

· Example:  The nucleus is like a brain because it controls and coordinates the functions of the cell in the same way that the brain controls and coordinates the activities of the body.

4. Paste you cell drawing in the middle of a poster board.

5. Paste your pictures of the everyday objects at the edges of the poster around the cell drawing.  Label the pictures with your neatly written analogies and make a pointer to the correct structure in your cell drawing.

Grading:


Project will be worth 100 points.  (That is 2 test grades!)

To receive full credit your poster must be neat, creative, accurate, and completely labeled.  Don’t forget to title your cell as plant or animal!
