Parts of the Paper:

· Title Page – separate page

· Abstract – separate page

· Introduction (Intro, methods, results, Conclusion Discussion are all one document)

· Methods

· Results

· Conclusion/Discussion

· References – separate sheet

Title Page:

Title of Experiment (should explain what is being tested)

Authors Name

Abstract:

Put the word “Abstract” at top of page.

This is the first page you number.

You should write this last!! When everything else is done.  It is a summary of the research article and generally about 150 to 300 words long.  Should include information from of each section of paper.

Introduction:

This is why you need to have book and internet sources.  

The intro builds your logical case for why it made sense to do this project, so what you want to do is build an argument for doing the project.  Cite supporting evidence.

1st paragraph- Make some kind of general opening statement that sets up the reader for the question or problem you will be addressing.  

Next few paragraphs- interest your reader in the problem or question, by providing logical, compelling arguments.


What you are going to do over several paragraphs:

· We know this

· But nobody has looked at X.

Final Paragraph – “This study was designed to investigate …..”  talk about your dependent and independent variables here.

Methods:

Divide this section into 2 separate parts:

Subjects – Example describe what kind of mice, how many mice, the sex of mice, how they were housed.


Procedure – complete description.

Results: 

List of numbers about your stats.  Do not interpret your results here!  Place for Observations, Charts, Graphs.

Discussion:

Restate major findings – turn numbers and figures into words.

State minor findings

Interpret what happened.

Critique – what could you have done differently?

Relate to other research .

Suggestions for more research.

Summary paragraph.

Reference:  

Include references used and sited in the introduction.
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
