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Create a timeline of the most important events from the story. Include artwork! Decide why the events are so important and determine what Matt learns from each important event listed.  This can be a page that folds out to make it longer!

Your Thoughts (At least one page for each topic below.)
1. What were your thoughts on humanity and cloning before reading the book?  What about after?  Think about Matt’s development in the book. By the end of the book, he is a full-fledged human, legal and empowered with natural human rights, yet he began the book as lower than an animal, a clone.
2. Bioethics:  Research cloning and stem cell research, you should find enough information to be able to defend an argument on whether you agree with or disagree with it, why or why not?
