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Course Description and Long Range Plan

English II is a yearlong, one-unit course designed to help students:
· Read, comprehend,  and respond critically , personally and creatively to a variety of literary texts in print and nonprint format from a variety of cultures and eras, both teacher selected and self-selected
· Identify literary elements in literature such as :plot (conflict, climax, resolution), characterization, setting, theme, point of view, tone, mood, symbolism
· Identify literary forms of poetry and poetic literary devices ( narrative, ode, figurative language, allusion)
· Identify elements of drama ( soliloquy, monologue, tragedy, comedy)
· Read and comprehend a variety of informational texts in print and nonprint formats (ex: speeches and documentaries)
· Understand and apply principles of the writing process to create written works with clear detail, focus, organization, effective voice and correct Standard English conventions for a variety of purposes
· Develop and revise compositions
· Demonstrate control of English language usage in writing and speaking
· Develop and apply speaking skills and presentation skills
· Develop the ability to listen with comprehension
· Demonstrate listening skills as part of an audience (show courtesy and respect)
· Demonstrate ability to follow directions
· Demonstrate organizational skills in note-taking, outlining, summarizing, paraphrasing
· Demonstrate an ability to access and use information from a variety of sources
· Demonstrate library skills
· Develop  an awareness and mastery of school and district policies
· Explore career awareness and assessment
· Develop teambuilding skills
· Develop conflict resolution skills
GOALS/OBJECTIVES
· Interpret and evaluate a variety of literature and literary genres
· Employ appropriate components of the writing process to produce writing in various modes
· Express ideas clearly and effectively in oral communication
· Apply appropriate listening skills by formally and informally responding to spoken ideas
· Demonstrate research and study skills
· Provide skills necessary to successfully prepare for  SAT or ACT college admissions test
CONTENT 

Short Stories- Students will
· Read a selection of short stories to identify and understand elements of plot and devices aligned with SC state standards
· Study authors’ craft for each selection
· Make cultural and real world connections
· Create a written response to the literature

Poetry- Students will:
· Identify, evaluate and demonstrate the use of poetic devices in a variety of poetry
· Create poems modeling the style of an author or period
· Evaluate poetic devices found in music
· Create a written response to poetry

Novels- Students will:
· Recognize, analyze, and evaluate literary devices and discuss their effectiveness
· Identify and interpret theme of novel
· Analyze characterization
· Make text to self, text to text, and text to world connections
· Create a response to literature

Research- (embedded in each unit) Students will:
· Generate a thesis, gather data, document sources and create annotated bibliographies by looking at multiple sources
· Learn to document sources using MLA format
· Evaluate sources- both print and nonprint
· Locate, use and cite primary and secondary sources
· Paraphrase and summarize from a source

Mythology/Oral Tradition – Students will:
· Evaluate and recognize mythology and its origins
· Create a response to mythology
· Evaluate characteristics from examples of the oral tradition

Non-Fiction, Speeches, and Tolerance- Students will:
· Read speeches and documents to analyze writer’s purpose
· Recognize and evaluate use of propaganda devices 
· Analyze and assess a variety of real world documents
· Identify and apply features of text
· Create a written response to non-fiction

Drama- Students will:
· Recognize and analyze the elements of drama
· Develop an appreciation and knowledge of Shakespeare, The Globe, Elizabethan England and the Renaissance
· Evaluate the language of Shakespeare
· Create a written response to drama

Writing, Grammar and Vocabulary (embedded year round) - Students will:
· Write formal essays
· Write a researched paper
· Integrate and apply grammar and vocabulary skills including: parts pf speech and sentence structure; vocabulary study from literature and SAT; study of Greek and Latin roots and stems
