Tic Tac Toe

Cut out an average size article from the newspaper. Read it and then:

1. Write a summary (who, what, when, where, why, and how) without using any form of the verb “be.”

2. Identify the purpose of the article (inform, entertain, persuade, etc.) Make sure to write in complete sentences.

3. Draw parentheses around each prepositional phrase.

Staple the article to your work.


Create a test of at least thirty literary terms from your sheet. You may use any format: matching, multiple choice, true/false, etc. At least fifteen must use examples. All others can use definitions. You can look at prior tests in your folder to see an example of what is expected.

You must also include an answer key. 


Read about the different types of paragraphs beginning on page 344 of the Language Network grammar  textbook located on the bookshelf in the back of the room. Complete Practice A, B, C and D found on pages 345-347. Paragraphs should be well-developed and follow the examples provided in the textbook.



Create a treasure map on unlined paper. On the back of the map, write directions (in complete sentences) on how to get to the treasure. There must be at least fifteen steps (or directions) using fifteen different prepositions. 


Book Project: Create a fake Facebook page for one of the characters from your book. Requirements: 1. Must include reference to a major conflict in the story…and state the resolution. 

2. Must include at least 3 facts unique to your character. 3. Use pictures from the class photo folder.


Illustrate eight literary terms. Take two sheets of unlined paper and fold it in half twice so that there are four rectangles on each. Draw a picture that illustrates the literary term and label it with a marker. Put definition on the back. Make sure your picture has color.



Write a poem or song that is at least sixteen lines. (3-4 stanzas)  It must include at least four of the following elements: Alliteration, Simile, Metaphor, Rhyme, Onomatopoeia, Repetition, or Personification.

Use sticky notes to identify the location and type of elements you chose.


Read the story “The Great Rat Hunt” on page 106. Answer questions 1-7 thoroughly in complete sentences. Make sure to incorporate the questions in your answers or points will be deducted.
 Write a story using at least ten vocabulary words (minimum1 page). The story must have a plot. Grammar and spelling will count! Underline the vocabulary words when they are used. 

Required: Complete three squares in a row—horizontal, vertical, or diagonal. One of your three squares must be the center square! 

All papers and assignments must be labeled and stapled with the rubric on the back of this page on top so that your final grade is visible on the front of your packet. (10 points)

The difference between ordinary and extraordinary is a little extra.

Students that complete five squares in the “X” or “+” designs can receive ten extra points on an assignment of your choice. 

Students that complete all nine squares will receive ten extra points on an assignment and I will drop their lowest homework grade.
