                                         

Each student will research one country.  The country will be assigned randomly by a drawing.  Country:  ________________

1. Research
Students will need to research the country using multiple sources of current information.  Be sure your sources are reliable.  Example:  Wikipedia is NOT a reliable resource. World Book and Culturegrams are reliable sources. Any of the resources available on the school website is reliable.   Research the country’s physical geography, the people and culture, history and other current events.


2. Design (due February 16-17)
Design a file folder about your country. File folders should include the following items. Be sure to follow them!!!!
· Outside front cover:  Creatively done and should include the country name, your name and date.
· Inside:  Information about your country
A least one graph
Pictures
· Outside back cover: Comprehension questions & Bibliography
5 student written, comprehension questions related to information in the folder. (One question must be vocabulary and one must require interpreting data.  The answers should be self checking.  Suggestions will be given in class.)
Works Cited:  correctly cited resources, at least 2
Guidelines:  No tape, no notebook paper, use clean cut edges, papers firmly secured, not hanging off edges, consistent font size—titles larger than information, typed unless another arrangement is made with Mrs. Hall, do not use all capital letters, but capitalize when necessary.

3.  Identify (due February10-11)
Identify a turning point, or major event, that happened in the country you are studying.  Learn about its causes and effects, how it has shaped or reshaped the country, how it has affected other countries, etc.  You must turn in a handwritten or typed explanation of the event you have identified.





4.  Create (due March 7-8)
Creation of Video, Powerpoint, diorama, interview, song, mural, etc. depicting this important event in the history of the country.  If you have another creative idea, it might be possible. Just ask!

5.  Present (due March 7-8)
You will present your creation to the class.
