Required Information:

· Brief kid friendly description of each aspect of the U.S. Constitution. 

· Ex. - Preamble: The Introduction to the US Constitution or The First part of the US Constitution that lists the 6 main goals for the new government
· Illustrated depiction of all of the various aspects and parts of the US Constitution.

· Each Constitutional aspect must have a brief kid friendly description accompanied by an illustrated depiction on the same page

· Must include:
· Preamble

· Article I – VII

· Amendments I – XXVII

Suggestions:

· Needs to be a Second – Fourth Grade reading level. You may either choose a superhero to help illustrate a young student friendly version of the US Constitution OR you may create an illustrated guide book to the US Constitution

· Minimum of 17 pages: 2 parts per page

· Some parts – Preamble, 1st Amendment, and 14th Amendment may need to have a separate page.

· You need to have a cover/title page and an index of where each part may be found in your book.

· You may illustrate it yourself; use clip-art, pictures from magazines, and word-art.

· You need to describe each part in kid friendly word and have and illustrated part for each Constitutional aspect on the same page
· The book must be either bound, stapled, clipped in a folder, or placed in a scrap book format to receive credit
