Piedmont Players Youth Production will perform Shakespeare’s “The Tempest” which recounts the story of King Alonso of Naples and his friends sailing home after the wedding of daughter, Claribel, in Tunis, Africa. A violent storm, or Tempest, causes everyone to jump overboard and be washed ashore to a strange island. Prospero, a magician, lives on the island and had conjured up the storm. Prospero, the rightful Duke of Milan, had been put to sea to die with his daughter, Miranda, by his brother Antonio who has ties to King Alonso. The plot is further complicated by Ariel, a comrade of Prospero, and the ugly, half-human, Caliban, who also inhabit the island. There is the struggle for power, favor, and love, but the play ends with repentance, forgiveness, and the calming of the Tempest. Themes of freedom, friendship, repentance and forgiveness are highlighted in this drama.
The times listed on the following page are the times the play begins. Students need to be seated 15 minutes prior to the designated time. You need to allow time to get off the buses and into the theater. Buses should be parked behind in the gravel parking lot behind the Salisbury Administrative Offices located at 217 South Main Street. The entrance to the parking lot is on Bank Street. Rowan-Salisbury School System transportation staff will assist you with parking. Students should be escorted from the parking lot to the alley beside City Hall. Once they exit the alley, the Meroney Theater is located on the right at 213 South Main Street. Buses will be fueled during the production.

In an effort to avoid splitting up school groups, seating will be according to the number of students within the group.. Space is very limited for performances with only 361 seats. The play will last approximately 55 minutes. Once the play is over, the right section (as you face the stage) should exit first, then the middle and left sections should follow. The balcony should exit last. Please do not bring any drinks, candy, or gum into the theater.
