Unit 2 Study Guide

Least Common Multiple and Greatest Common Factors

The TI-83 calculator can find the LCM and GCF of a set of numbers. 

To find the LCM: Press Math…hit the right arrow key over to NUM…arrow down to #8. Enter your numbers and separate them with a comma.
To find the GCF: Press Math…hit the right arrow key over to NUM…arrow down to #9. Enter your numbers and separate them with a comma.

Fractions

The division sign and the fraction bar are the same key on the TI-83 calculator. 

The calculator will reduce, add, subtract, multiply, and divide fractions. Often you don’t need to use parentheses around a fraction, but when in doubt, put in the parentheses. 

To enter a mixed number into the calculator, separate the whole number from the fraction with the plus (+) sign. Example: 3 ½ would be 3 + 1/2.

Your answer will show as a decimal. 

To convert a decimal to a fraction, press Math and Enter, Enter. 

An improper fraction is when your numerator/top number is larger than the denominator/bottom number. 

To convert an improper fraction to a mixed number, first subtract the whole-number part of the decimal, then press Math and Enter, Enter.
Don’t forget to include your whole number with your answer. 

Decimals

The calculator will add, subtract, multiply, and divide decimals.

To round decimals, 

1. Locate the digit in the place value being rounded and circle it.

2. Reference the first digit to the right of the circled digit.

3. Cases:

a. If the digit to the right is less than 5, the circled digit remains unchanged and all digits to the right are discarded.

b. If the digit to the right is 5 or greater, the circled digit is increased by 1 and all digits to the right are discarded. 

Converting Fractions, Decimals, and Percents
Fractions and Decimals

To convert a fraction to a decimal…just divide.

To convert a decimal to fraction…enter the fraction , then press Math, Enter, Enter.

Fractions and Percents

To convert a fraction to a percent…change the fraction to a decimal, then multiply by 100 and add the percent sign.

To convert a percent to a fraction…divide the fraction by 100, (you will get a decimal so…) then press Math, Enter, Enter.

Decimals and Percent

To convert a decimal to a percent…multiply by the decimal by 100 and add the percent sign.

To convert a percent to a decimal…divide the percent by 100.
