TEACHER GOALS 
(High expectations for ourselves, students, teachers)
1. My goal is to focus on the general education, social development, and helping my students enhance their developmental abilities. I will set goals that foster an environment where my students frequently interact with each other, develop independence, and take initiative. 4. My goal is to constantly reflect and evaluate on class work routines and my pedagogical practices to ensure my delivery of instruction is meeting my students' needs and adheres to the Creative Curriculum.
CURRICULUM
· We will be using the Creative Curriculum for Preschool. The curriculum promotes intentional teaching. 
· Structuring the physical environment.
· scheduling the program day
· interacting with children
· building relationships with parents
· assessing children's development

·   Light Homework will be assigned on occasionally. NO HOMEWORK WILL BE ASSIGNED ON THE WEEKEND. When none is assigned, please practice at home the spelling of the child's name, verbally and in writing. 

· Students must read at home daily with an adult. 

· Students will not be assessed with teacher made test in which they will receive a number or letter grade. Pre Kindergarten is a developmental grade in which each child will thrive based on his/her own pace. The program facilitates readiness for school.

·  Work Sampling is a performance assessment system that assesses and documents children's skills, knowledge, behavior, and accomplishments as displayed across a wide variety of education domains and as manifested on multiple occasions.

· NO Report cards, and NO Progress Reports . We will have scheduled One on One Meetings to discuss your child's progress.
BREAKFAST / LUNCH PROGRAM
· All parents are required to complete an eligibility application. 

· FREE daily breakfast and snack (starting this week).... lunch is pending.

· All students are REQUIRED to participate in the Lunch Program. A Doctor's note is required if a child is allergic to any food/ food group.

GENERAL SUPPLIES 
· No supplies are required from you......NO donations either!! Thank you to those of you who made a contribution at the beginning of the school year. 

· The school provided the children with a cot, a bedding sheet, and blanket for their use in school. Every Friday I will send them home to be washed over the weekend. Please remember to send them back on Monday. Due to the limited space, no blankets and/or pillow are allowed in the school. 


AFTER SCHOOL PROGRAM
· After School Program runs from 2:40 pm - 6:00 pm. If you are late for pick up (after 2:40 pm), your child will be placed in the ASP and you will be responsible for a fee charge. The same applies if you are late after 6:00 pm. Therefore, I ask that you please pick up kids on time. The ASP's number is (718) 324-6621.

· There will be NO After School Program on the first Friday of each month . All teachers and staff must attend a school-wide meeting. Please arrange for pick up at 12:00 pm.

· The children engage in Playtime, Arts and Crafts, and Homework.

BIRTHDAY PARTIES
· If you would like to celebrate your child's birthday at school, please notify me one week in advance for proper planning. NO goodie bags are allowed, ONLY cupcakes OR brownies that are commercially and/or individually wrapped. 

OUTDOOR PLAY
· Weather permitting, the children will have outdoor activity daily; therefore it is imperative the children wear sneakers or rubber sole shoes for their safety. During inclement weather, they will movement indoors. 
     ATTENDANCE
· It is important to come to school on time and on a daily basis. Chronic absences and /or lateness will affect the overall performance of the child. Your child is considered late  after 8:10 am. Student lateness interrupts the learning process for your child and all other children in the classroom.
· If absent, please remember to call the school by 9:00am at (718) 324-2188. Upon return to the school, a completed absence form must be supplied to me. 

· If you MUST pick up your child earlier from dismissal time, you need to stop by the office to sign your child out first.
UNIFORMS
· The students are NOT required to wear a school uniform. However, they need to dress appropriately for school and use proper shoes when necessary.

MEDICATION
· There is a nurse onsite during school hours. If your child is ill or injured during school hours, he/she will be sent to the nurse's office. 

· NO medication, including Tylenol and Aspirin, may be dispensed during school hours unless the parent submit a 504 Form B that has been approved by the Department of Health and is on file in the school office. 

· The school reserves the right to call 911 in any case of a medical emergency.  


MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS
· Save empty tissue boxes, paper towel rolls, and toilet tissue rolls for our Art Center. 

· We will be getting more furniture and learning materials.

· Any monies due to the school must be placed in an envelope along with your child's name and class.

· Field Trips will be scheduled later on in the year. Chaperones will be needed and appreciated. I will let you know when and the amount of volunteers needed.
